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HANDICAP HINTS

ow that the SCGA 
has transitioned to the 
GHIN handicap ser-

vices, the look of our most popular 
online features has changed. You’ll 
still be able to verify your Handicap 
Index online by entering your name 
or SCGA/GHIN number. However, 
if you only have the player’s name, 
you will be limited in the information 
available for viewing. If you have the 
player’s SCGA/GHIN number, you’ll 
be granted complete peer review. 
Below are some more frequently used 
features you’ll see with online services.

SAMPLE 1: To verify a Handicap 
Index, go to scga.org and in the right 
column, click on Check Your Index. 

SAMPLE 2: From here you can 
enter the player’s SCGA/GHIN number 
for a single golfer lookup, enter the play-
er’s name and state where they maintain 
a Handicap Index, or search for multiple 
players by GHIN numbers. 

SAMPLE 3: After entering the 
player’s SCGA/GHIN number, the 
results will be the complete scoring 
record.

If your club allows online score 
posting, you will now enjoy an 
easier method for recording those 
scores. To post a score online, go to

scga.org and click on Post a Score 
(SAMPLE 1). Golfers no longer have 
to register with a password; simply 
enter your SCGA/GHIN number 
and your last name.

From here the golfer will enter 
the scoring information. SAMPLE 4: 
By using the Course/Tee entry meth-
od you will have the option to select 
any course within the GHIN network 
and have the Course and Slope Rat-
ings automatically populated based on 
your tee selection. Once a score has 
been posted, it is automatically view-
able on the golfer’s score file under the 
Recent Scores tab.

Another handy online feature is 
the ability to determine your Course 
Handicap. SAMPLE 5: Simply click 
on the C.H. Calculator and enter the 
Slope Rating for the set of tees you 
will be playing from. Click on the 
Calculate button, and your Course 
Handicap will appear. Slope Ratings 
can be found online using the online 
Course Directory or in your 2010 
edition of the Southern California Golf 
Association Directory of Golf.
